






Bylaws of the
_________________ Alumni Chapter

Of

Kappa Alpha Order

These Bylaws shall not conflict with the laws of Kappa Alpha Laws, which are the Constitution and Bylaws for members of the Kappa Alpha Order. This document is intended to serve as an article  of internal organization and operation for the Alumni Chapter.  The ___________ Alumni Chapter shall actively recruit alumni members of Kappa Alpha Order.

Article I.  Officers

There shall be at least three (3) officers of the ____________ Alumni Chapter and they shall constitute the Executive Committee.  These three (3) must be in good standing.  Members of good standing shall be defined as those who have paid their annual dues and are registered as members of the _____________ Alumni Chapter.

I. A.  President:  The President shall have the authority as the chief executive officer and the responsibility for the advancement of the alumni chapter.  He shall be an ex-officio member of all standing or appointed committees and serve as Chairman of the Executive Committee.

I. B.  Vice-President:  The Vice President shall be a member of the Executive Committee and Chairman of the Social Committee.  He shall assume the duties and responsibilities of the President, if the President must relinquish his office or be unable to preside at a meeting.  He may perform other duties as directed by the President.

I. C.  Secretary-Treasurer:  The Secretary shall be a member of the Executive Committee and have the following duties:

a. Record the minutes of all business or called meetings of the __________ Alumni Chapter;
b. Post Social Media information to alumni members and/or publish an annual alumni 
c. newsletter.
d. Send letters of appreciation or condolence as needed on behalf of the ___________ 
Alumni Chapter; 
e. Maintain the financial records of the _____________ Alumni Chapter, file the annual    
    990 and receive and dispense funds as needed: and;
e. Perform other duties as directed by the President.

Article II.  Meeting:
II. A. The _____________ Alumni Chapter shall have one (1) scheduled business meeting during a calendar year.  It should correspond as closely as practical to Convivium.







II. B. The election of officers shall occur at the business meeting corresponding to Convivium.  This meeting will constitute the beginning of the new fiscal year for the _________ Alumni Chapter.

II. C. Special meetings may be called by the President to deal with matters that occur prior to the next scheduled business meetings.  Notice shall be given by mail or email to all members in good standing.

II. D.  The conduct of, and parliamentary rules for each meeting shall initially follow the laws of Kappa Alpha Laws and where necessary, by Robert’s Rules of Order.  The President may suspend the rules of order (i.e., conduct of the meeting) at his discretion.

Article III. Dues:
III. A.  The dues of ______________ Alumni Chapter shall be twenty-five (25) dollars per year.  The dues are payable at the beginning of the fiscal year.  The annual dues may be changed by a majority vote of the Chapter and at an annual meeting or special meeting.

III. B. Only Chapter members in good standing will be allowed to cast ballots or vote at a business meeting.

Article IV.  Committees:
The following committees shall constitute the Standing Committees of the _________________ Alumni Chapter.
IV. A. Social Committee:  The Vice-President shall be Chairman of the Social Committee.  The Social Committee may consist of as many members as the Chairman deems necessary.  This committee will coordinate with ___________ Chapter concerning such functions as Convivium.

IV. B. Executive Committee:  The President, Vice-President and Secretary-Treasurer are the only members of the Executive Committee.

IV. C. Membership Committee:  The President shall appoint the Chairman of this committee, which will be charged with recruiting new members into the _____________ Alumni Chapter.  Other members may be named to aid in recruitment from their specific geographical area or date of initiation.  A “rep” program shall accomplish this with an alumni representative from 1958-1960, 1961-1965, 1966-1970, 1971-1975, 1976-1980, 1981-1985, 1986-1990, 1991-1995, 1996-2000, 2001-2005, 2006-2010, 2011-2016, and so on, as to represent and recruit the alumni initiated in these years.  The term of a “rep” shall be for one (1) year but may serve successive terms.

IV. D. Special Committees:  Special Committees may be appointed by the President as necessary and can be discontinued if their service is no longer required:

Article V. Amendment to Bylaws:
1. Changing of and/or addition to the Bylaws of the _____________ Alumni Chapter shall require a minimum of seventy-five (75) percent of the dues paying members.  If seventy-five (75) percent of the dues paying members are not present, then the Secretary shall conduct a written balloting of the members through an electronic survey.  The results of the balloting will be made known to the membership as soon as possible.




2. Motions made in business not pertaining to the changing of and/or addition to the Bylaws of the _______________ Alumni Chapter shall pass on a majority vote of the dues paying members present.

3. The _______________ Alumni Chapter shall remove from office any officer of the Executive Committee for non-performance of his duties by majority vote of the members in good standing.
